Project Information Summary:

U New water mains in portions of Lastner Lane and Ridge Road will be installed offset to the
existing water mains, within the paved roadways.

U New water transmission main serving the standpipe (water tank) will be relocated from
existing backyards to the existing public dedication of Ridge Road.

U Approximately 1,500 feet of new water distribution / transmission mains will be installed.
U Open-cut (trench) construction method for new water main installation in streets.
A Section of the pavement will be saw cut and excavatedup-t o required depth (46 to 56 is

U Horizontal Directional Drilling (HDD) method for new transmission main to avoid disturbance
to wooded areas and steep slopes.

Temporary water bypass and service connections will be installed (as required).

Water house service connections (up to property lines) will be replaced and reconnected.
Other utilities such as Gas, Electric, Fiber Optics, Storm Drainage etc. will not be impacted.
WSSC will be responsible for restoration of area affected by construction.

U Construction signs (with contact information) will be posted
throughout the project area.
